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HOW MANY PARTIES SHOULD WE HAVE?
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There are three types of party system
One Party System —

» Only one party is allowed to control and run the
government.

» The electoral system does not permit free competition for
power. For example- China (only Communist Party

Two Party System
» Power usually changes between two main parties.

» Several parties may exist and have seats in state
legislation but only two main parties win the majority. For
example- USA (Republic Party and Democratic Party)

Multi-Party System -
» Several parties compete for power, and more than two

parties have a reasonable chance ofcoming to power
either on their own strength or in alliance with others.

» Alliance (Front) - More than two parties may come to
power on its own or in alliance. Example- NDA, UPA and
Now-I.N.D. . A.

** 6% Votes and 4 MP in Loksabha - A party that secures
at-least six percent of the total votes in Lok Sabha
elections and wins at least four seats in the Lok Sabha.

6% Votes in 4 States and 4 MP in Loksabha - A party
that secures at-least six percent of the total votes in
Assembly Elections in four states and wins at least four
seats in the Lok Sabha.

They are wide parties- have their units in various
states. All follow the same policies and programmes
decided at national level.

STATE POLITICAL PARTIES:- 6% Votes and 2 MLA - A party
that secure at-least six percent of the total votes in an
election to legislative assembly of a state and wins at-
least two seats, recognized as a state party.

» Founded by Kanshi Ram.
» Stands fo dalits and oppressed people.
» main base in UP.

(CPI-M), 1964.
» Believes in Marxism and Leninism.
» Strong in West Bengal, Kerala, Tripura.
» Govtin West Bengal Continue 40 years.

» Current Govt in Kerala
» Believes in Marxism, Leninism, Secularism and Democracy.
6. Nationalist Congress Party (NCP),1999.
