culture, which began around the 14th century.

 � Greco- Roman scholars in 

Constantinople migrated to Italian 

cities, bringing their manuscripts 

with them.

 � As a result, research and studies, 

previously confined to universities 
during the Middle Ages, began to 

spread to libraries.

 � The convergence of wealth and 

political freedom created a fertile 

ground for artistic innovation and 

cultural experimentation.

 � Consequently, novel ideas began 

to emerge in the cultural and 

intellectual spheres.
