Preposition (Pre- पहले + Position-स्थान )

जो शब्द Noun या Pronoun का वाक्य में िूसरे शब्द के साथ ररश्ता बताते 
हैं| जैसे – on, in, at, into, over, across, between, among, for, 
about, during, from, since, onto etc. 

Examples: (It express TIME, PLACE, MOVEMENT)

कलम मेज़ के ऊपर है| The pen is on the table.

वह घर के अूंिर है| He is at home.

हम छत पर हैं| We are on the roof.

खिलौना दिबे्ब के अूंिर है| The toy is inside the box.

Preposition of place



IN, ON, AT- Prepositions of Place
1. IN- enclosed with boundaries

The teacher is in the classroom.

My mother is in the kitchen.

2. ON- surface

Hang the painting on the wall.

Put the glass on the table.

3.    AT- specific point

Someone is at the door.

She is waiting for me at the end of the road.



IN, ON, AT- Prepositions of time
1.    IN- months/seasons, years, time of day

I went to Australia in 2015.

He will come in the evening.

2. ON- days of the week, dates, special dates.

I will get married on 11th of November next year.

Congratulations on the anniversary.

3. AT- specific time, meal times

I have a meeting at 4 p.m.        See you at dinner.

He woke me up at midnight.
*When we say last, next, every, this we do not also use at, in, on.



Into, to, towards, across-Prepositions of movement

1. INTO- movement to an enclosed space
Throw the ball into the box.

She jumped into the swimming pool.

2. OVER- movement above and across the top/top surface of 
something

I will fly over the mountains.

The dog jumped over the wall.

3. ACROSS- movement from one side to the other side of 
something

I can swim across the river.        

He lives across the street.
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Into Over Across

The boy into 

the swimming 

pool

The airplane 

flew over the 

building

Ravi  swam 

across the 

river 

Preposition of movement



Most common prepositions for DAILY USE
1.  For:- (के दलए)        I have brought a gift for you.

He has been learning English for three hours.

2. From – (से) I am coming from Delhi.

I work from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m.

3. By – (के द्वारा, तक) He will be home by evening.

The book has been written by me.

Amit comes to office by bus.

4. Off - (से) Can you drop me off home?

Get off the bus.
